This contract is made this ___1___ day of __June___________________, 20_08__ by and between ________________________________ hereinafter called the “Landowner”, and the_________________ Conservation District, hereinafter called the “District”, to install __________________________________

_________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________ at the Project Location described above, as set forth in the attached Plans and Specifications described above.

The Landowner shall perform all the work in accordance with the above referenced Plans and Specifications and subject to the General Provisions hereinafter listed and the Special Provisions that may be hereinafter listed for the Contract Sum of ________________________________________Dollars ($______________) as detailed in the attached Bid Sheet.  The work shall be performed between __June 1____________, 2008_and __June 1____________, 2009.

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. By signing this contract the Landowner warrants that he/she is either sole owner of the real estate on which the work is to be performed or is otherwise in fact authorized by the owner or owners of said premises to let the work be done on said premises, and has secured the necessary easements or rights-of-way that may be necessary for the completion of the work.

2. Except as otherwise noted, the Landowner shall provide for all material, labor, equipment, tools, water, power, and other items necessary to complete the work.

3. Unless otherwise specified, all materials shall be new, and both workmanship and materials shall be of good quality and all work completed in a workmanlike manner in accordance with the attached Plans and Specifications. 

4. The Landowner agrees that no unapproved subcontractors shall be used to complete the work covered by this contract.  The contract applies only to materials purchased by the Landowner and to work performed by the Landowner and his/her employees.

5. The Landowner shall permit observation of the work by the District, its authorized agents, and public authorities who have a bonafide interest in the successful completion of the work.

6. Changes in work or additional work may become necessary due to changed or unforeseen conditions, and will be reflected in an equitable adjustment to the Contract Sum and performance time.  All such change orders shall be in the form of Contract Modifications prepared by the District on the Contract Modification Form.  The Contract Modifications shall specify the amount of compensation to be paid to the Landowner for such work and when such work shall be performed.  All Contract Modifications ordering changes in work or additional work shall be based on written technical justification prepared by the Project Engineer identified above on the Plans.  A Contract Modification shall become effective upon the written acceptance of the landowner and the District.

7. The landowner shall re-execute any work that fails to conform to the requirements of this contract and that appears during the progress of the work, and shall remedy any defects due to faulty materials or workmanship which appear within a period of one year from the date of the completion of the contract.  This provision shall not supersede any warranties on manufactured materials, which extend beyond one year.  All work and conservation practices must be performed in accordance with the Pennsylvania Soil and Water Conservation Technical Guide standards and specifications in effect at the time of installation of the conservation practices.  The conservation practices must be maintained for a minimum of 20 years from the completion date.  The landowner agrees to refund part or all of the funds if the landowner, (a) destroys the conservation practice, or (b) voluntarily relinquishes control or title to the land on which the installed conservation practices have been established and the new landowner and/or operator of the land does not comply in writing to maintain the conservation practices for the remainder of the specified lifespan.

8. Should the Landowner fail to execute the work in accordance with the contract or fail to make reasonable progress toward completion, the district may upon thirty days written notice issue a stop work order and terminate this contract.  In such case, the Landowner shall be compensated for completed work and installed materials, but shall be responsible for the cost of removal or correction of faulty work or materials.

9. Termination of the contract under Provision 8, will not release the Landowner from his obligation to install the project.  An independent contractor shall be secured following the Project Grass Growing Greener Cost-share Program procedures to complete the installation of the project.

10. Upon completion of the work, the Landowner shall furnish to the District a Completed Cost Verification Form and the bills for materials used to install the project.

11. Payment of the Contract Sum shall be made to the Landowner within 90 Days after the District’s receipt of Cost Verification.  The acceptance of the Contract Sum payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims by the Landowner.

12. The Landowner shall be knowledgeable of and comply with all local, state, and federal health and safety regulations that apply to this type of work.

B. SPECIAL PROVISIONS
