WHO:

WHY:
A well managed grazing system means healthy soil, clean water, and air for people, wildlife and fish, as well as, lower production costs, improved animal health, reduced labor and energy costs on the farm.  

The Pennsylvania Grassland Evaluation Contest is a way for students to demonstrate their knowledge of grassland management in four categories: 1. Plant Identification, 2. Soil Evaluation, 3. Wildlife Habitat, 4. Evaluation of Grassland Condition and its relationship to sound management decisions that will maximize profits while sustaining the land.   
The knowledge students gain in preparing for the contest will serve them well in their careers to be farmers or wildlife habitat managers.

· All members of the first place team earn a $500 scholarship
· All members of the second place team earn a $250 scholarship
· The highest scoring individual earns a $500 scholarship
